Minutes

Waterford Village
Purpose of meeting is to hear presentation by Rich from Whitman Homes re: Waterford Village, an Over 55 project off Chestnut Street.  Parcel is 10 acres, mostly wet.  Was originally permitted for 10 units of over 55 condo flats that were never built. Still have the approval for them.  One neighbor appealed the original 10 unit project and spent a lot of money and lost. 
Waterford Village is 32 units of 28 1 bedroom and 4 2 bedroom rental units in a three story building. Can only see top 2 stories from Chestnut Street.  Site is ideal because it is close to shopping and down town and the GATRA bus goes down Chestnut Street. Met with staff and reduced original project from 44 to 32 units added more parking. There are 42 parking spots, one per unit plus 10 additional. Added emergency egress all around the building as requested by the Fire Chief.  Every unit has laundry, every unit has storage. Building has an elevator.  This would be a friendly 40B. There is a need for age restricted housing. Typical renter would be divorcees, widows, snowbirds. Rich recognizes that the town is now over 10%. Wants to know if there is desire for this project before spending more money.
There was no support from the committee for Waterford Village

John Juhl/Senior Housing
John gave update of Senior Housing Project.  Needs a name. Project is 60 units of rental housing 700 sf for one bedroom and 900 sf for two bedrooms.  Building is 72,000 sf. Building is larger than Eaton Place. It is expected to go online in 2023 – 2024. It is 100% affordable.
John has been having conversations with DHCD re the project. Will take 3 funding rounds. 1. Pre-application, 2. One Stop application, 3. Full Application. It is a 16-18 million dollar project. 

Going forward need to finalize agreement with Town Attorney and Town Administrator. Need to get a letter of support from the Trust. Need local commitment of funds. Trust to commit $500,000 plus land. Will need to have comprehensive permit in hand.

Will make a presentation to the Town Council so that they can give their support to the project.
