1. 704 WASHINGTON STREET – BENEDETTO

Developer Larry Benedetto was back before Trust members for update purposes.  He stated that the project does not look promising.  Sewer costs are looking prohibitive. He wanted to know how committed the Trust is to the project.  Members wanted to know what that meant.  Benedetto wanted to know if there were subsidies available to developers for projects such as this. It was stated that the Trust could support the project in front of other boards and assist with lotteries, but would not offer financial support.  Benedetto still thought the project could work and was going to work through the numbers and get back to the Trust at a later date and thanked the Trust for their time

2. 278 WEST CENTRAL STREET – MARGUERITE


Developer John Marguerite is seeking guidance from the Trust in developing the parcel of land at 278 West Central Street.  Currently he is looking at 6 duplex condominium units on the narrow parcel with green space in the back and a vegetation barrier to block noise from the Panera plant.  Also he would design the front street view to be aesthetically pleasing with possibly a stone wall entrance.  The Trust members liked the project. This project would be a 40B and 25% would be affordable.  Some concern about how you could get two affordable units in that development and make the numbers work.  Members like the project, like the location. Central to the train and downtown.  Members hope the developer can make the numbers work.
3. TOWN OWNED PARCEL OFF BEAVER CT


Maxine and Jeff updated members about parcel off Beaver Ct.  Town owns a parcel of land that could be divided into two parcels for two pre-fab houses.  The lot has access to water and sewer and the neighborhood has the same size houses on the same size lots already so they would fit in.  The town needs to have survey of the land done then the Trust needs to decide how much the Town will do and then put out an RFP for the rest.  The members liked the idea and authorized payment for survey.
