Franklin Housing Authority
Housing Authority is looking into applying for a grant to update their elderly housing. It is a matching funds grant. They have to raise the money outside of the Housing Authority. It is a 30/70 match. The money would be used to update and modernize 80 units.  Is looking for $100,000 in matching funds from the Housing Trust.
1-80  is senior/disabled housing. Highest need would be $2.2 million. Updating porches, roofs, windows, tubs, tiles etc.  The Housing Authority aggressively pursues grants.

Judy said the $100,000 is necessary that the units are in dire shape, not warm, not welcoming.

Most units go to Franklin long-term residents, then go to long term care.
Housing Authority aggressively pursues every opportunity.

Three congregate units are available. They have to evaluate need, ability, mental illness etc.  They work with Tri-Valley.  30% of units are elderly, 37% are family

Units 41-80 desperately need windows. Only doing 1-80, nothing else.
Motion by Judy to give the Housing Authority $100,000. Second by MaryAnn.

Motion to amend the offer by Chris V. to give the Housing Authority $150,000, Judy accepts the amendment.  Jeff makes motion that offer is contingent on getting funding. Judy and Chris disagree. No second.
Chris F. stated $150,000 will get them $500,000.

Vote: Pfeffer, Bertone, Keras, Vericker – Yes. Nutting abstains.

Chris F. said they would need a letter from the town.

172 King Street
Gus needs to look at 172 King Street. 4-5 things on the inspection. Could not make an offer without having a meeting. At open house the line was out the door. Switch hot water, 2 wall sockets in the bedroom. Pipe to street needs fixing. Plumber would be $3,000.  Can take money out of closing to take care of things.  Gus said the electrical scares him.  This house showed the best out of all of them.

Motion by Judy to offer $319,000. Second by MaryAnn. Vote: unanimous. Cannot purchase until the RFP is done which is the 27th.
Judy wants to sell home for $185,000.  

48 Arlington Street

Gus stated that the oil tank at 48 Arlington ruptured.  Gus said we need to replace. Will cost $2500.
