Leader in Training Internship Program- What is it? 
This program is an opportunity to spend a summer with our highly trained and enthusiastic staff. Candidates 
will develop self-awareness, build conflict resolution skills, and identify and address personal challenges. This 
does not guarantee a counselor position in future summers; however it does offer an opportunity to show off 
your skills and desire to be in the running for a counselor position post LIT Internship Program. 

 
How do I go about becoming an LIT? 
All interested candidates must participate in an interview process with the Director of Recreation and the 
Camp Director. We will call to schedule your interview in early April. 

 
Who are we looking for?

However, vacations will be taken into consideration. 
 

What is expected of you?
